Community Thread is where volunteers wanting to leave a legacy by their good hearts and
good hands come together to improve the quality of life for adults and their families.

T Transportation Program volunteers drove almost 20,000 miles helping older adults get to
medical appointments.

1 Medical Reserve Corps volunteers grew to 360 in number, ready to respond in a public
health emergency.

T Over 400 community volunteers raked yards during Rake a Difference Day.

At Community Thread, we believe each act of service connects people, neighborhoods
and lives together. Our Volunteer Center serves as a clearinghouse to link volunteers to
meaningful opportunities through personalized referrals and Get Connected, an online
searchable volunteer database for all ages and abilities, including groups.

Community Thread also keeps older adults engaged in community life through activities

and unique volunteer experiences like our intergenerational programs, where seniors and
children can learn from each other. With over 19,000 visits a year to our two senior centers,
older adults are staying active and engaged.

As a freestanding nonprofit for 48 years, we are grateful for the support that we receive. We
continue to be good stewards of those gifts, having met the standards of the Charities
Review Council since 2010.

Our programs create a stronger, healthier, and more connected community. Your support
makes it possible for us to do this work.
